STATEMENT OF NEED

Vaccines are one of the greatest success stories in public health. However, challenges remain.

Many vaccine-preventable diseases have been poorly controlled, especially those that affect
adolescents and adults. Improving protection with these vaccines will require greater efforts
by the health care community to provide vaccines at every opportunity and to educate patients

about vaccines.

New vaccines and special vaccines for intenational travel offer the promise of preventing ever-
greater infectious disease burdens. Incorporating them into clinical practice, however, requires an
understanding of their indications, contraindications, safety profiles, and how best they fit within

current immunization schedules.

The cifical interface between vaccine development and successful disease prevention is the
primary care provider: the pediatrician, family physician, internist, nurse practifioner, and other
health care providers on whom patients rely for advice. This course is designed to provide a
comprehensive background in vaccinology for the practicing clinician.
