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Anne Schuchat, MD is the director of CDC's National Center for Immunization and
Respiratory Diseases and has spent over 18 years at CDC working in immunization,
respiratory, and other infectious diseases. In addition, Dr. Schuchat is an Assistant

Surgeon General of the United States Public Health Service.

Prior to her current appointment, she served as the director of CDC’s National
Immunization Program (NIP), acting director of the National Center for Infectious
Diseases (NCID), and as chief of the Respiratory Diseases Branch at NCID. Dr.
Schuchat has made critically important contributions to the prevention of infectious
diseases in children, including her role in perinatal group B streptococcal disease
prevention where she spearheaded the development of CDC’s guidelines that have led to
an 80 percent reduction in newborn infections and a 75 percent narrowing of racial
disparities among sufferers of this infectious disease.

Dr. Schuchat graduated with highest honors from Swarthmore College and with honors
from Dartmouth Medical School. She served as resident and chief resident in internal
medicine at New York University's Manhattan VA Hospital before beginning her public
health career at CDC as an Epidemic Intelligence Service (EIS) officer in NCID.

She has authored or co-authored more than 150 scientific articles, book chapters, and
reviews. Her contributions have been recognized by receipt of the USPHS Meritorious
Service Medal, the American Public Health Association's Maternal and Child Health
Young Investigator Award, the USPHS Physician Research Officer of the Year, and an
Honorary Doctorate in Science from Swarthmore College.
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
